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Polyflor recycle internationally and have actively supported
Vinyl 2010 and now the Vinyl 2020 Commitment and Recovinyl.
Following on from the successful government funded (WRAP)
Recovinyl initiative ‘Recycle Your Vinyl Flooring’ - which was a trial
for recovering end of life vinyl flooring, Polyflor is one of two
founder members of Recofloor, the industry funded vinyl take-back
scheme.

As more people get on board with the Recofloor scheme we will see
even more waste vinyl flooring being recycled and even less going
to landfill. Through the scheme safety flooring off-cuts and smooth
vinyl off-cuts from the installation process will be recycled back into
new flooring. Uplifted, or end-of-life material will be downcycled
into traffic calming products such as traffic cone and road barrier
bases.

Client telephones to register interest with Recofloor.

Recofloor dispatch bulk bags to client.

Client fills up bulk bags with waste vinyl (approx 250kg per bag),
and places on pallets.

When bags are full, client telephones Recofloor to book a collection.
At this point, credit card payment is taken over the phone to pay
for collection from individual contractors. Current charges are
£5 per bulk bag, minimum of 2 bags.

Charges apply for individual collections from contractors or
construction sites.

Replacement bags are dispatched to clients automatically on
collection requests.

Alternatively, vinyl flooring waste can be dropped off at one of
20 sites across the UK. Local charges will apply.
